
Practical Information regarding Weddings, Blessings following a Civil Ceremony, and Renewal of Vows Services at Wraysbury and Horton Parish Churches from

1st January 2008
Thank you for reading this information which is for your guidance

Music: Hymns and other music need to be discussed in good time, and thought given to choices that will be familiar to your congregation and easy to sing.

An organist (with choir at St Andrew’s) is available at your request.  It may be possible for the St Andrew’s Choir to also be available at St Michael’s Horton.

We also provide an ‘Order of Service’ printing facility: please ask if you are interested.

Bells:  these can be rung on request at either Church both before and after the service.

Flowers: You are invited to make your own plans for flower arrangements, but if you require help with this side of your service please contact Jayne Hosmer on 01753 866789 for both churches.  One arrangement should be left in Church for the Sunday following, but all other flowers may be taken to the reception.

Photography: This needs to be undertaken discreetly so that there is a minimal sense of intrusion.  During the service, this should be limited to a single named photographer  (please advise your guests of this).  Members of the congregation are not permitted to take photographs during the service and mobile phones must be switched off.

If video filming is requested, this can be arranged following the signing of a written agreement obtainable from the Church for which a fee is payable.
